Care for the Elderly (PACE) is

a Medicaid long-term services
and support (LTSS) option that
offers comprehensive health care
services and supports to older
adults. PACE provides LTSS to
program participants so they can
remain in their own homes or
other community settings, and
coordinates and manages their
services if they need carein a
health facility like a hospital

or nursing home.

In some circumstances, PACE is also available for people who have Medicare even if they are not eligible
for Medicaid LTSS.
