has under consideration an amendment to the Medicaid regulations entitled, 210-RICR-40-00-3 

Medicaid Integrated Health Care Coverage, SSI Financial Eligibility Determinations. 
 

This amendment makes the annual July 1 update to Medicaid regulation to reflect the new 

Minimum Monthly Maintenance of Need Allowance and Community Spouse Monthly Housing 

Allowance for 2022.
